Ty Bois is an
airy house with open plan
living, dining and kitchen.
The lounge dining room
has a vaulted ceiling and a large wood burning
fire set in a huge manorial fire place, complete
with a large quantity of wood in case the
evenings are cool. There are two hand made
Moroccan rugs, and silk curtains, a large family
sized leather sofa, and comfy chair. The dining
table comfortably seats six people along with
ample plates, cutlery, glasses, cups etc.

The kitchen is well equipped, with a stainless
steel double oven with hob, dishwasher,
washing machine and microwave/ oven/grill.
Ample saucepans, ovenware, crockery and
cutlery are also on-hand to make cooking easy.

Upstairs on the mezzanine is the main double
bedroom, with French windows opening onto a
Juliet balcony with a beautiful view over the
fields. There's an en-suite shower room with
modern fittings.

There is a further bedroom downstairs with 2
comfortable single beds and ample storage. This
bedroom is situated next door to the family
shower room, again with luxury, modern fittings.

Outside there are 5 acres of woodland with
paths for you to explore, your own private
boules court and plunge pool. The pool is
surround by decks for relaxing. There is a
purpose built BBQ and potato pit for alfresco
dining, two dining tables both seating up to six
people. Ty Bois is a NO SMOKING property.




WBods

y Bois is in a very secluded,
rural location, yet only five
minutes from the local
supermarket and patisserie and
10 minutes from the local town
of Plumeliau and 20 minutes
from Pontivy, a beautiful little
market town on the river Blavet,
with a market on Monday
mornings.

The area around Ty Bois is ideal
for walking, along the quiet
country roads, in the unspoilt
woods, through the fields,
beside the river Evel — a five
minute walk away, or along the
tow path of the river Blavet — a
five minute drive away. The choice is endless and
varied depending on your preference.

Vannes is the closest seaside town about 40
minutes drive away. A beautiful old town with
timber houses, wonderful restaurants, shops
and a harbour. The beaches are outside of town;
some are sandy and some small rocky coves.

Closer to home it is possible to rent canoes on
the Blavet or the local canal; go horse riding;
fishing; play golf; tennis; rent bicycles or walk in
the many woods and forests — all within an easy
drive around the area; or of course just stay at
home and relax in the garden.

Out & about...

There are markets in just
about every town in the area
so it would be possible to go
to a different one every day
and buy your cheese, bread,
meat, fish or simply to have
a nose at the niknaks.

There is so much history in the area it is
impossible to list it all, so here’s a few tasters:

« With the rolling countryside and quiet lanes it
is an excellent place for walking and cycling.

« The Blavet river and the canal are five minutes
drive away, the tow paths are excellent for
easy walking or cycling.
